3. CSL Chill issue

4. Meritorious Service Award
Conducted earlier by E-vote. All in favour of Bill Komar receiving the 2012 addition of the award.

5. City of Thunder Bay Awards
Nominations conducted earlier by E-vote. Don Vezina will be nominated for the award by SNO. Bill will look to collaborate with other sport organizations when filling out the nominations papers.

6. Audit
At the OSA AGM, SNO submitted a RTD to deviate from audited statements this year and it was passed. Our constitution has different limits then the OSA constitution but it has been approved. According to SNO’s constitution, SNO does not require audited statements for last year.

Two issues with the current OSA audit rules:

First, the threshold to require an audit should be raised from $30 000 to $100 000.  Rather, a review engagement should be all that is necessary for revenues below $100 000, and a notice to reader for revenues below $30 000.

Secondly, to keep our costs down we should look to collaborate with other northern associations and look to complete all four organization’s audits together. Robert will try to contact other organizations to find a common auditor.

Motion to request the OSA to review moving the thresholds for audits to greater than $100 000, $100 00-$30 000 to require a review engagement, and below $30 000 to require a notice to reader.
